Morning Meeting / Arrival Time: Each morning of the championship, the CSGA will be conducting a 
brief volunteer meeting to review items for the day.  This meeting will begin promptly at 6:45am in the 
dining area.  Volunteers should plan on arriving at the club at approximately 6:30am to take the shuttle 
from the parking area (see below). 
 
Parking: Volunteer and staff parking will be located at the maintenance building. Staff and volunteers 
should proceed to the club’s main entrance and take the first right after entering the club.  The club will be 
operating a shuttle cart beginning at 6:30am that will take you to the clubhouse. 
 
Cart Pickup: All staff and volunteer carts will be kept in the cart barn area directly underneath the 
clubhouse. To keep the clubhouse area clear of cart traffic and excess congestion we ask that anytime you 
are near the clubhouse area that your cart be kept in the cart return area directly underneath the golf 
shop. 
 
Food & Beverage: A continental breakfast will be available beginning at 6:30am.  Lunch will be served 
from 11:00am until 3:30pm each day. Please identify yourself as a CSGA volunteer for a complimentary 
lunch. 
 
Host Club Volunteers: Black Hall Club is providing several volunteers each day of the championship.  
They will be serving in various capacities such as hole spotters, shuttle drivers, parking attendants, live 
scorers, etc.  Please take a moment to introduce yourself to these individuals, make sure they are 
positioned correctly and, most importantly, are aware of how to contact a Rules official if an issue arises. 
 
Pace of Play: Please make sure to familiarize yourself with the CSGA pace of play policy. One of our main 
goals for this year’s championship is to hit our pace of play targets.  This will likely require all of us to stay 
diligent and identify problem groups/individuals early in the process.  Make sure to write down finish times 
for all groups you witness complete a hole, even if they are not behind time or out of position. 
 
Suspension of Play: As a reminder, suspension of play notifications are as follows: 
Immediate Suspension (One Long Airhorn) | Non-Dangerous Suspension (Three Short Airhorns & play of 
the current hole may be completed).  Reminder to avoid any unnecessary radio chatter throughout the 
duration of a course evacuation. 
 
On Course Restroom: The on-course restroom located next to the 13th tee should always be open.  If for 
any reason the door becomes locked, the access code is: 1965
